March 21, 2016
 

The meeting was called to order by president, Virgie Janssen, at 5:35. 

The treasurer gave his report. Faye made a motion to accept the report; it was 2nd by Cindy. All were in favor. There 

was no secretary report to hand out from the February meeting as the secretary was gone on vacation. 

Election of officers: Julie made a motion keep everything that everything stays the same; it was 2nd Carol. All were in 

favor. No one volunteered so, we will keep what we have for the officers and the board members. Ellen will train Cindy 

for the secretary position for 2017. 

We donated a Fr Vanden Broek book to the Golden Gathering event. 

Paul had information on how to make our historical sales area work easier now that the windmill will be open 5 days a 

week, all day, as far as family trees go. We will not have people there to help at our counter. People could look up their 

own family tree info on a tablet when no one is here to print them out. If they wanted a printout of what they find, they 

can put in an order for Paul to print out and can pick it up at a later date. There is a stand available to attach the ipad. 

There is also a 19.5 touch screen TV for $497 total that can be put on the wall. Bigger and easier to read. Virgie made a 

motion to buy the Computer Monitor. It was seconded by Cindy. All were in favor. 

How to charge for Family trees. As of now we just ask for a donation. Last year we did 117 family trees, approx. $19.00 

each ea for a cost of $12.50 cost. That gave us an $800 profit. Should we charge a per page donation? Sm $ Med SS or 

Lg $SS? Cindy made a motion of S- $20, M- $30, L- $50 as a suggested donation. Dick seconded the motion. All in favor. 

Website in the Netherlands is now charging to use their research site. Paul would have to pay ($18.50 E) $20.85 per 

year. Carol made a motion pay for Paul's expense. Julie 2nd the motion. All were in favor. 

We need to discuss who signs the purchase order for the pewter ornaments. Need to measure box to make sure the 

new ornament will be made to fit that old box. PreSident, Virgie Janssen, signed the purchase order with the size of the 

b'ox listed and the fact that we will pick up the ornaments and not have them ship. 

How do we handle physical item donations? At one time there was a release suggested that shows that the Historical 

Society now owns the item and we can do with it whatever works and no future family member has claim to the object. 

Do we want to have people sign that when they drop something off? Do we have a place to store large windmill 

donation? 72 inches tall and 3D" in diameter. He will be delivering that something the first part of May. We will get back 

to orga nizi ng when Vi rgie or Jane have ti me to identify the history and identification of the things we have so they can 

be stored away after entering the items into the computer. Extra ornament boxes will be removed the week after 

Easter. 

Monday after Easter I would like to empty the cabinets here so Leon can come and get them to fix them and maybe 

keep them til after the Quilt show. That would be 2 less things to move. 

Historical information picture frames from front lobby will be moved into base of windmill. We had talked about this 

option a while ago, but ruled it out. It will aid in traffic flow and cut down on noise in the lobby but not su re how they 

will hold up in what amounts to outdoors in a garage. Willing to give it a try to see how they hold up. 

Quilt show update. Next meeting is March 30. Working on a Yz page ad with Villager. Free postings have been made at 

alj the TV stations, Appleton Post Crescent, and the Fox Cities Magazine. Will have a page stuffer in the Stjohn's Bulletin 

the weekend before the event and flier bag stuffers will be at both Piggly Wiggly stores and Pick n Save. We hope to 



nave marques carry our information that week as well. We are putting a window display in the window at the old Looks 

Hardware store 2 weeks before the show. Paul ordered binder clips for me to hold quilts on the outside railing of the 

deck of the windmill. They will only be up there is the weather is good. Those clips are very sturdy and will hold better 

than the clothespins that we used for our advertising photo when they only needed to be there for 15 minutes. The St 

John's mission group will have a booth at the civic center on Saturday along with Sister of St. Joseph. The Heart of the 

Valley Senior Service Club will be providing donuts, sandwiches and drinks on Saturday from 9-3. On Friday from 12:30 

to 1:45, there will be a book signing at the library. Author Gini Athey, will be signing her novell/Quilts Galore" If you are 

working for the windmill, know that if people want to leave and come back the same day without paying, they will need 

to get their hand stamped before leaving. That notice will be posted on all the doors. Need helpers for the day. We 

have 2 shifts each day: 9-12:30 and 12:30 til4. 

Janet Verstegen will be coming for a visit for most of April into the first week of May. She would like to get together will 

the windmill group and the garden club. We hope to do this with both groups together. She will also be working every 

morning of the quilt show.
